   God has done some impossibly amazing things 
in bringing Jesus into our world. God came to a 
young woman named Mary and told her to not be 
afraid for she would bear a special child. God 
came to her husband-to-be, Joseph, and told him 
to not be afraid for he would watch over the 
mother and child, God came to the shepherds 
and told them not to be afraid for they were the 
ones hearing good news of great joy on the birth 
of Jesus. Amazing things sometimes seem 
impossible to us. Is there a category in our brains 
for impossibly amazing things? We know, in our 
head and in our hearts, that impossibly amazing 
things are all in the category of God’s doing. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
   This Christmastime we celebrate that amazing 
work of God bringing Jesus into the world. He 
could have come at any time, in any form, for any 
reason. He came during the first century Roman 
occupation of Israel. He came as a baby to our 
unmarried couple, a teenage mother and a 
reluctant husband to be, instead of a warrior king 
coming to save and to release from an 
impossible dominating Roman occupation. He 
came to serve instead of to be served, to provide 
an unbelievable model of God’s love, mercy and 
grace. He came to die for our sins and to bring 
impossible salvation for all who believed. Jesus 
came for you and for me in a way that few 
recognized and even fewer understood.  
Advent, the four weeks from November 27- 
December 24, Adventus means “coming” in the 
Latin. During Advent we await the coming of 
Christ, both as a reminder of the babe in 
Bethlehem and the future second coming of 
Christ into the world in glory at the end of the 
age. This Advent we pause to remember God’s 
mighty work in Jesus Christ as he is born into the 
world a small child and grows into one who is 
known as teacher, healer, redeemer and savior.  
Advent gives us four weeks to remember, every 
year, the impossibly amazing gift of Jesus into 
our world. Advent leads us to think, to pause and 
to celebrate the Christmas story without all the  

gifts and gadgets that have clogged up our 
Christmas celebrations these days. We think of 
Isaiah impossibly foretelling the coming of a 
savior, a servant of the Lord, far into the future as 
found in Isaiah 42:1-4, “He is my servant, whom I 
uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight...”  We 
think of the impossibly young woman, Mary 
hearing from the angel Gabriel in Luke 1:26-38, 
“You will be with child and give birth to a son, and 
you are to give him the name Jesus…” We 
remember the impossibly different John the 
Baptist come to prepare the way for the ministry 
of Jesus as told in Luke 3:1-18, “A voice of one 
calling in the desert, prepare the way for the 
Lord, make straight paths for him…” and of his 
death at the hands of King Herod. We think of the 
walk from Galilee to Jerusalem, 68 miles more or 
less which would take four days or more so that 
the impossibly pregnant couple, Mary and 
Joseph, could be counted in the Emperor’s 
census taking. 
   When we think of the impossible, we define it 
as works that can’t be done. This Advent let’s 
remember that God is in the business of the 
impossible and rethink the impossible as all the 
ways that God can work in the world. Let’s think 
of all the impossible ways that God can change 
us this Advent. Let’s think of all the impossible 
things that God can do to change the world.  
This Advent let’s rethink of the impossible in God 
terms, where the impossible is possible. Let’s 
turn to God in all the areas of our life that we 
think are impossibly difficult or unchangeable and 
let God recreate them into a new thing. Let’s 
rethink impossible to include God in our thoughts, 
prayers, hopes and dreams so that we live out 
our Advent theme of “the impossible is what God 
does best.” We know that God can change all 
things into an element of redemption and hope, 
even ourselves. It is for us to rethink the 
impossible in terms of God’s actions in these 
events to know that all things are possible for 
God. We may look at our world, at our 
community, at our church, at ourselves and think 
that nothing can change, nothing can get better. I 
want to remind you this Advent that the 
impossible is what God does best.
